What is an Abdominal Aorta Ultrasound?
The test produces ultrasound images and measurements of the main artery in the abdomen.
Doppler signals are used to track and measure blood flow.
 
Why do I need an Abdominal Aorta Ultrasound?
It allows the cardiologist to evaluate the structure, size, function and blood flow of the aorta.
 
What happens during the exam?
The test will take approximately 45 minutes to complete.
You will be asked to lie on your back while the technologist records different views of your abdominal aorta.
 
Helpful Information:
Please arrive 15 minutes prior to your scheduled time to update information.
Plan on spending approximately 45 minutes at the Heart Center for your exam.
You should be able to drive after your test. We will not let you leave if you are not feeling well.
 
When will I know the results?
The cardiologist will read your test and forward the information to your physician.
You will need to follow-up with either your cardiologist or referring doctor to obtain your results.
 
Preparing for the test:
Take all medications at your regularly scheduled time, unless told otherwise by your physician.
Wear loose comfortable clothing, preferably a two piece outfit with easy access to the abdomen.
Nothing to eat or drink 4 hours prior to scheduled exam time.
